THE PRESENTATION OF THE ACCOUNTS FOR 2018
THE PARISH OF WILTON 
WITH NETHERHAMPTON AND FUGGLESTONE

INTRODUCTION

The accounts for the Parish of Wilton with Netherhampton and Fugglestone for 2019 are attached.

Funds held in each of six separate accounts are for the benefit of their respective churches and not for the Parish as a whole.  In practice, however, the St Mary & St Nicholas General Fund acts also as the PCC General Fund.

For certain functions, such as the payment of the Diocesan Share and the general expenses of the Parish as a whole, the St Mary & St Nicholas General Fund acts as the paying agent.  For example, the account holder pays the total Diocesan Share, Clergy expenses, Parish office and other Parish costs and then collects the appropriate contributions for the two daughter churches on an agreed percentage basis.  This is currently 6½ % for St Catherine’s Church, Netherhampton and 6% for St Peter’s Church, Fugglestone.

Planned Envelope Giving schemes remain in operation throughout the Parish.  Receipts from St Mary & St Nicholas Church and from St Peter’s Church are paid into the St Mary & St Nicholas General Fund and refunds are then paid quarterly to St Peter’s on behalf of those whose contributions have been nominated to that church.  St Catherine’s Church runs its own Envelope Scheme.

All three Churches provide additional Gift Aid envelopes for ‘one off’ donations, particularly visitors, and for use by taxpayers, for whom the use of a regular weekly envelope is not appropriate.  The resulting tax rebate is a significant element of Church income. Additional tax rebate can now also be claimed under the Gift Aided Small Donations Scheme (GASDS), introduced in 2014, which permits claims up to a maximum value of £2,000, without the need for individual Gift Aid Declarations.
THE CHURCH ROOM

The Church Room and Parish Office is a joint Parish facility.  The room was built by public subscription and is situated within the curtilage of the St Mary & St Nicholas Church.  The building is the responsibility of the PCC.  However, the cost of the maintenance and insurance of the building is borne by the St Mary & St Nicholas General Fund, as the congregation of St Mary & St Nicholas Church are the main beneficiaries of the building.
NOTES TO THE ACCOUNTS – 2019
St Mary & St Nicholas Church

1.
General     St Mary & St Nicholas Church recorded a marginal surplus of income over expenditure in its General Fund over the year, amounting to just £3.43, on a turnover of some £99,000.  
2.
Expenditure    Expenditure in 2019 was broadly similar to 2018, with the principal expenses being our Diocesan Share, Insurance, Gas and Electricity charges, maintenance and repairs to the boiler system. The major upgrade to our electrical systems throughout the Church, which was started in 2017, continued in 2018 and completed in 2019, was met principally from the Appeal Fund, supported by a grant from the Preservation Trust, whose income is designed for just this purpose.
3.
Diocesan Share   The Parish Diocesan Share contribution for 2019 was set at £58,182 – or £4,848 monthly, and we succeeded in paying this in full, albeit with some difficulty. Once again this represented over 50% of our annual expenditure.  Our Share contribution for 2020 has been increased by 3.95% to £60,478 - or £5,040 monthly, with St Catherine’s and St Peter’s continuing to bear their 6.5% and 6% burden respectively.

4.
Charitable Giving   Donations made in 2019 were split between selected Charities of the Month and amounted to some £1,525. These included: SOS Children’s Villages, Water Aid, Hope & Homes for Children, CUEBIT, Save the Children and the Royal British Legion. Nearer to home, donations were made to the Mayor of Wilton’s Appeal,  Alabaré and the Stars Appeal, as well as to some local Youth projects and support to our Schools’ Outreach Programme. 

5.    Stewardship Collections at weekly Services and regular monthly donations continued to form the bulk of our income. Together with donations to the Church itself and support to our chosen monthly charities, this amounted to £49,337, a figure broadly similar to 2018.  Some 75% of these donations were Gift Aided – which attracted a welcome tax rebate of some £15,600.  This included £2,000 reclaimed through the Gift Aided Small Donations Scheme – for which signed Gift Aid declarations are not required. A further refund of almost £3,100 on some eligible VAT charges was also secured from the Listed Places of Worship Scheme.
6.   Other Income   Fund raising events, Parish fees for weddings and funerals, concert fees and grants from both the Wilton Educational Trust and the Preservation Trust all contributed to our overall income for the year. This amounted to a total of £98,990 for the Parish. 

7.   Appeal Fund    The bequest of £160,000 received in 2017 from the Estate of the late Gwen Wallace has been a significant boost to the Church. £100,000 of this remains invested with CCLA and provided a useful dividend income of £5,340 in 2019. Together with a grant of £20,000 from the Preservation Trust this left the Appeal Fund with a balance of £12,500 at the end of the year and in a strong enough position to write off the £4,000 loan provided to the General Fund some years ago. This will be implemented in 2020. Costs for the year included further work on the new lighting, repairs to the Church building itself; architects fees and the commissioning of a number of consultancy reports, in expectation of future projects forming part of our 175th Anniversary plans. 

8.   Investments   St Mary & St Nicholas Church hold a number of Income Shares in the Church of England Investment Fund. These shares were valued at £46,279 in Dec 2019

 and generated an income of £1,345 over the year. (These investments are in addition to the COIF Charity Property Bond Income Units held by the Appeal Fund (see above) and valued at £97,218.) 
9.   Friends of Wilton Parish Church   Regular monthly donations to the Friends’ Fund raised £2,620 over the year and the fund stood at £9,300 by the end of 2019.  This allowed the Friends fund to cover the costs of resurfacing the driveways around the Church and edging the grassed area, which amounted to some £5,400. 
St Peter’s Church, Fugglestone

10.   Running costs for St Peter’s exceeded its income by approximately £3,900.  Major items of expenditure were once again the Diocesan Share contribution, insurance costs and minor maintenance work on the fabric and in the Churchyard.  Despite temporary closure over the winter months, Church members once again generated almost £2,000 in income over the year. Repairs to some damaged stained glass windows cost some £2,000, much of it met by an Insurance claim.  The PCC accepts the difficulties faced by the very small congregation in meeting their shared Parish costs and continues to assist in the maintenance costs of this historic building as its longer term future continues to be debated.  

St Catherine’s Church, Netherhampton

11.   The account enjoyed a combined surplus of £2,906  in its Treasurer’s account and its Friends account in 2019.  As with the main Parish Church, Share payments, insurance, utility costs and repairs continued to dominate expenditure, and were broadly similar to 2018, whilst the income generated from donations, collections at Services, all fell. This was however offset by a useful tax rebate from Gift Aided donations.
 12.
Investments   St Catherine’s Church holds 251 Income Shares in the Church of England Investment Fund. These shares were valued at £4,811 in Dec 2019 (a drop of about £50 over the year) and generated an income of £136 over the year.
